Building and Apartment Features 
 

Ilda’s Overlook is a modern affordable development  
for adults ages 62+ with household incomes at or below 
60% of the Area Median Income. Thoughtfully designed 
to complement the surrounding neighborhoods, the 
development features robust amenity space for residents 
to connect, host visitors, and nurture a sense of 
community. There are also spaces for residents to access 
a variety of services and programming. Ilda’s Overlook is 
100% Universal Design, built to Earthcraft Multifamily 
Gold, and is True Ground’s first utilizing Housing 
Innovations in Energy Efficiency funding from the Virginia 
Department of Housing and Community Development.  

History 
 

In 2019, following a competitive process, True Ground 
was selected by Erickson Living to be their affordable 
housing partner as part of the redevelopment of the 
former Northern Virginia Training Center. The project 
broke ground in 2022 and opened in 2024.
